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The Accountability and Transparency Committee (ATC) is a three-member sub-Committee of the Board. The purpose is 
to ensure that Vrutti is accountable to the community it works with, its employees and its donors.

o Most of the registered farmers have adopted at least 4 practices 
o More than 95 percent of the farmers are now doing seed treatment 
o Safety measure during pesticide spray and other activities is being practiced by more than 92 percent farmers 
o Proper and Safe disposal of pesticide cans and bottles is being practices by 87 percent farmers  
o More than 90 percent farmers plough the field 2-3 times before sowing 
o More than 92 percent farmers are now doing seed germination test before sowing 
o The seed rate has reduced to 35-45 kg per acre from 60-70 kg/acre 
o More than 68 percent farmers are now using either RBF or BBF for sowing seed 
o The row to row spacing for 76 percent farmers is 12 inch, 18 percent farmers at 14 inch 
o Biological control methods like T-guard is being practiced by 59 percent of farmers 
o Cycle Kulpa is being used by 57 percent farmers 
o Awareness about Women and men getting equal wages for equal work 
o Women empowered through formation of groups, support to their micro enterprises etc. 
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Vrutti is rejuvenating the canal by desilting, widening and deepening, putting check dams. This is being done through a 
community institution group and monitors the quality of work, maintenance of the structures. Vrutti is helping set up 
the institution group, strengthening it, help it manage the resources and structures. It is also helping identify local 
resources which can be leveraged for construction works.
